     From our recent Oxford Children’s Home fund raiser, we netted and sent $1,172.37, in support of the Home.  Our Deacon’s Garage Sale, thus far, has brought-in $765.95. There’s a few items still sitting around the dining hall such as: dozens of food serving trays, two office desks, a couple of work tables and probably a hundred + folding metal chairs; so, there’s still hope for a few more dollars to come-in. But, for the most part this event also is behind us.  Our Silent Auction of Masonic Trinkets netted $191.00.  Our project to save the equivalent of one brother’s dues ($92) in printer ink supplies has been successful.  Instead of throwing away empty printer ink cartridges, the brethren bring these to lodge meetings, toss them in a box for that purpose. These empty cartridges get turned over to Staples Inc. for credit toward purchasing our lodge’s printer ink needs.  


We’ve received a few donations toward the installation of our new Boiler and the insulation of windows in our downstairs furnace room. We could use some more donations toward this cause.  In that regard, our Old Boiler is now history. It was torched into pieces small enough to get through the back door and now resides in the Metal Reclaim Center.  Our New Boiler is set into place, piped-up and is currently being run-in/tested as this newsletter goes out.  We have not yet needed the heat during regular lodge meetings; but, probably will at our next meeting.  So, it would seem everything is pretty much right-on-schedule.  Much thanks should be extended to our Building Committee, chaired by W. Bro.
