We cannot continue to operate with this budget. So at this meeting we will discuss and vote on these changes. We need your support to keep our lodge operating within our budget. That way we can keep our fundraisers for our special projects.


      Some of us took part in a motorcycle ride from Black Mtn. to Maggie Valley to raise money for the family of the Highway Patrolman that died recently. Hopefully some will go to Tenn. to see Vance Lodge put on a 3rd degree for at lease 2 candidates.

Being worried about this happening, your secretary has written personal letters to each brother whose dues are in arrears.
