From the Desk of the Secretary

                After more than a  year of talking about it, at our last Stated Communications on September 11, 2008, the brethren voted to raise both our initiation fee from $130 to $150 and, our dues from $50 per year to $75 plus our Grand Lodge per capita.  For next year the Grand Lodge per capita is $15.  That means our 2009 dues will be $90 and will increase as often as Grand Lodge per capita increases.  You will soon receive a $90 bill for your 2009 dues.       


    My brothers, even though our dues have increased, you personally can avoid your dues ever increasing. You can lock-in at our present $50 rate and become an endowed member by paying 21 times your present $50 dues.  (That is $1050.)  This can be paid either in a lump sum or in 5 equal installment payments (1 payment per year) of $262.50 for 5 years. But, my brothers, you must act very quickly. (Before 12-15-08) or this opportunity will be lost forever.  To lock-in (after 12-15-08,) will cost you almost twice as much.  Brethren, if you can possibly afford to do this, it would definitely save you money.   Call or see our secretary for the necessary forms.  To recap....you pay $262.50 once per year, for five years.  Then, you are paid-up for life. Or, you can immediately pay the whole $1050 and immediately be paid-up for life.      





O   You would be locking in at $50, avoiding this present and any future increase in dues. 





O   You would pay either $1050 in lump sum and become an immediately Endowed Member, never again paying dues; or, you can pay $262.50 yearly for 5 years. (during these five years you would not pay dues, only the annual $262.50, endowment payment. Dues payments are included in the annual $262.50.  After five years you


 become an endowed member, never again paying membership dues to our lodge. 





O   Choosing either of these two paths to Endowed Membership, you would not only become paid-up for life, but after your death, the lodge would continue to receive payment from your endowed membership, just as though you were alive and still paying dues.  So, my brothers, it helps you now, by your saving money and helps your lodge forever in the future.  





O    You can pay by personal check or by credit card.  Obtain the form from our secretary. It is simple to fill-out.  And the secretary will help you.  Just give him a call. 828-553-2368; ask him questions or tell him you want an Endowed Membership form.      





Again, my brothers, I genuinely hope you will consider this very time limited option of paying your dues.  It is without a doubt a Win-Win opportunity. However, like everything else in life, opportunity only knocks once.  If the Dead line to act (12-15-08) is missed, my brothers, it will cost twice as much to accomplish this in the future.      





Also, brothers, one word of caution: If beginning an endowed membership installment plan (paying $262.50 per year for 5 years) and one fails to make their annual payment on time, they cannot get their money back and also will have to revert back to paying annual dues, thus losing their investment toward an endowed membership.  So, you do not want to begin this installment plan unless you can safely pay the full five installments.
