Worshipful Brother Franklin De Forest Clement
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   Franklin De Forest Clement was born in Irasburg Vermont on May 5th 1869. He received his degrees in Valley Lodge #106 in Orleand Vermont on the following dates; November 10th 1902 he was initiated an Entered Apprentice, on December 15th 1902 he was passed to the degree of Fellow Craft and on April 16th 1903 he was raised to the Sublime Degree. Worshipful Brother Clement affiliated with Dunn’s Rock Lodge on May 5th 1914 and he was installed as Dunn’s Rock Lodge’s twenty fourth Master on July 5th 1918. He served in that capacity until July of 1919. (2)

Worshipful Brother Clement was responsible for building and establishing the Clemson and Co-Ed Theaters. The Clemson stood on the northwest corner of Main Street and Caldwell Street where presently there is a green area beside The Falls Theater (formerly The Co-Ed). The Clemson Theater was named after Worshipful Brother Clement’s son. (3)

On November 29th 1955, at the age of eighty six, Worshipful Brother Clement passed away in Mt. Dora Florida and was laid to rest in Pine Hill Cemetery there. At the time of his death he was the third oldest Past Master on Dunn’s Rock Lodge. (2)
