Worshipful Brother J. A. (Fred) Miller Jr. 
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   J. A. (Fred) Miller Jr. ran Camp Transylvania which was located at the present location of the Brevard Music Center. (3)

Worshipful Brother Miller was initiated an Entered Apprentice on May 24th 1907, passed to the Degree of Fellow Craft on June 21st 1907 and raised to the Sublime Degree on August 23rd 1907 in Dunn’s Rock Lodge. 

Worshipful Brother Miller was installed as Dunn’s Rock Lodge’s twentieth Master on June 24th 1912, five years after being raised and served until June of 1913. (2)

Worshipful Brother Miller’s life was touched by tragedy during World War II when two of his three sons were killed in action. The third son was returned home for safe duty. (3) (4)

On October 24th 1949 Worshipful Brother Miller passed away. He was laid to rest in Davidson River Cemetery. (1) 
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
